Instructions

Carson powered projection screens are controlled by a manaul switch or by
remote control.

1. Manual switch control

a. Remove all packaging and stickers.

b. connect to power source.

c. Turn the switch to position 2 to lower the screen. when it is all the way
down, the scren will stop automatically.

d. Turn the switch to position 1 to retract the screen. When it enters the
casing, it will stop automatically.

e. To stop at any position, while the screen is in motion set the switch to 0.

Caution

To avoid overheating the motor , do not continually retract and lower the screen repeatedly
over the period of 4 minutes. If the motor overheats, it will go into protection mode.

After entring the protection mode, you will need to wait 2 mins for the screen motor to reset.

Installation
Take out all parts from the packaging and check that all accesories have been supplied correctly.

There are three installation options for this prodcuct. 1. Wall mounting 2. Ceiling mounting 3. Ceiling hanging.
The installed vertical position can be changed by sliding the screen within the mounting brackets, though the
ideal position is to mount the screen brackets nearest to the end of the screen casing.

This will reduce vibration and noise.

Floating wall bracket installation

1. Choose correct screws according ot the wall type. (Wood screws for wood walls and tapping screws
for concrete walls)

2. Mount brackets onto the wall ensuring excellent horiziontal level (draw an erasable level line when
mounting the brackets as a guide) (Figure one)

Installation steps

a) Wood wall and celing installation: Drill in the 4 x 40mm screws through the appropriate holes in the mouting
bracket. (figure 2-3)

b) Drywall and ceiling installation: Install the anchors first then drll in the 4 x 40mm screws into the appropriate
bracket holes. (figure 4-5)
